SHORT DESCRIPTION
The RECLAIM project aims to support Ukrainian universities in developing laboratory infrastructure in wartime.

Through joint development of teaching materials and methodological training, scientific methods that are not taught in Ukraine will be transferred and integrated into teaching. 

The project also provides for the physical mobility of university scientists to conduct research and create teaching materials in TUBAF laboratories.

• Institute of Mechanical Engineering and Mineral Processing, 

• Institute of Glass and Glass Technologies.
